«DIPLOMACY OF MODERN UKRAINE> — FIRST ATTEMPT OF
ENCYCLOPEDIC DIRECTORY

(MUE), whose thirteen volumes are being enjoyed by the
Ukrainian readers, began in the middle of the 90’s of the

20% century. It was time, when the Ukrainian diaspora scholars be-
came full-fledged participants of the scientific process in Ukraine.
The National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine as the highest sci-
entific institution of our country has engaged Ukrainian scientists
from abroad to its members so that to establish closer contacts with
foreign universities and research centers through their intermedi-
ary. It was at this time, when a number of leading international sci-
entists of the Ukrainian origin were elected as foreign members of
the NAS of Ukraine. Among them a prominent place was occupied
by Professor Arkadii Zhukovskyi, who long worked with Professor
Volodymyr Kubiyovych on creation of the Encyclopedia of Ukrainian
Studies (EUS) — a unique publication knowing no equals in the
world. The specificity of this ten-volume Encyclopedia (the 11t
complementary volume was published a few years after comple-
tion of the EUS project) primarily in the conditions and circum-
stances of its creation. The idea for this publication appeared in the
early postwar years among Ukrainian scientists, who for various
reasons found themselves in one of the camps near Munich. Ivan
Rakows’kyi, Zenon Kuzelya and Volodymyr Kubiyovych initiated
in 1947 restoration of the Shevchenko Scientific Society and pub-
lication under its auspices the Ukrainian encyclopedia that would
provide objective information about Ukraine and Ukrainian people,
analyze from scientific standpoint the problems concealed or falsi-
fied in the USSR. The history of this encyclopedia is a topic for a
separate publication. It is only worth mentioning that the EUS was
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the largest scientific and cultural achievement of Ukrainians abroad
and there was no academic, cultural, social, political or religious fig-
ure in Diaspora, who failed to notice this project. The EUS creators,
most of them reposing in the cemetery of the town of Sarcelles near
Paris, performed scientific and cultural heroic deed — they created
Encyclopedia of the nation that lost its statehood.

It is known that the Ukrainian nation at that time had on-
ly one complete Encyclopedic publication — «General Ukrainian
Encyclopedia>» (GUE) in three volumes. It was created in Lviv
in 1930—1935. Unfortunately, all attempts to initiate publicaton
of the Ukrainian Encyclopedia first in Kharkiv and later in Kyiv
failed. The Soviet party leaders put every effort to impede the
Ukrainian encyclopedic project. Only in the mid 50’s, the efforts
of the Ukrainian intelligentsia were crowned with success and pub-
lication of the Ukrainian Soviet Encyclopedia (USE) was initiated.
The Encyclopedia of Ukrainian Studies, whose publication started
abroad, played here a significant role. Communist ideologists had
to permit the USE publication trying to turn it into a powerful
weapon in the struggle against Ukrainian nationalists and imperi-
alists in general.

In the middle of the 90’s of the 20t century, when the MUE
project started, all this was already in history. Ukrainian scien-
tists (both <«continental»> and the Diaspora), understanding the
historical momentum, decided to bridge the gap of oblivion in the
history of our people and country, to return forgotten or conceled
names and events, to reconstruct objective scientifically grounded
fair historical process, achievements of the Ukrainian literature,
art, science and culture in all their manifestations. New European
state was born or, better say, a state with a thousand years of his-
tory regained its independence. There were many burning prob-
lems and needs and it seemed to be not the right time to create
the Encyclopedia, because more urgent problems were pending to
be addressed, but Professor Zhukovskyi arrived in Ukraine in 1995
specifically with the idea of the Encyclopedia. The President of
the NAS of Ukraine Borys Paton not only understood him, but
also fully supported and agreed to cooperate on this project. The
MUE project developed slowly, there were many problems and ma-
ny problems still remain, but enthusisam of creators of the new
Encyclopedia — Encyclopedia of independent Ukraine was over-
whelming.
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The editorial board was unanimous in deciding the MUE for-
mat. It should be objective, impartial, apolitical publication that
will provide the image of our country of the 20t"—21st centuries in
all dimensions. Most of the problems emerged with the prepara-
tion of articles on the institutions that appeared in the indepen-
dent Ukraine and their key personnel, the diplomatic service be-
ing among them. The Ukrainian diplomacy has its own history and
threr exist a considerable number of materials, but specifics of en-
cyclopedic publication characterized by certain features of the in-
formation presentation required expanding data sources, searching
for new materials and their synthesis.

The Encyclopedic Directory «Diplomacy of Modern Ukraines,
which was prepared in 1997 by the MUE editorial board in co-
operation with the Historical and Archival Department of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MFA) of Ukraine was a kind of test-
ing for publication in the Encyclopedia. The articles contained in
the Directory were included with certain amendments to some
MUE volumes. Why was «Diplomacy» chosed for testing encyclo-
pedic edition? First of all because this area, except for some person-
alities, was not presented in the EUS, which served as a model for
the MUE. Moreover, this edition, according to its compilers, was
called to bridge the information gap on the current state of diplo-
matic service in the country, because at that time there was no com-
plete publication devoted solely to the main directions of the for-
eign policy of Ukraine and its diplomats. The Yearbook «Ukrayina
Dyplomatychnas» did not exist yet.

Articles on the first ambassadors of Ukraine, who worked in the
countries that recognized the independence of our country, formed
the core of the «Diplomacy of Modern Ukraine» Directory.

In addition, the Directory contained several articles on Ukrainian
diplomats, who worked for the Soviet Union. Unfortunately, se-
nior representatives of the Ukrainian diplomacy in the UNR pe-
riod, the Ukrainian State of Hetman Pavlo Skoropads’kyi and
the Directorate headed by Symon Petlyura were not presented.
Certainly these figures took their decent place on the pages of
MUE. The Directory actually represented the first echelon of the
diplomats of independent Ukraine. Yurii Kochubei, who at that
time was the Ambassador of Ukraine to France, actively collabo-
rated with the editorial board of the Directory, had close contacts

with the Shevchenko Scientific Society in Europe and befriended
with its Chairman, Professor Arkadii Zhukovskyi.

General articles including information on the first special high-
er educational institution for diplomats, the Diplomatic Academy of
Ukraine at the MFO of Ukraine occupy one third of the Directory.

The fundamental article «Foreign Policy of Ukraine», prepared
by Gennadii Udovenko, gave a panorama of international life of
our country. It was expanded and specified by an article of Pavlo
Sultans’kyi on the international initiatives in Ukraine.

A number of articles was devoted to Ukraine’s relations with in-
ternational organizations including the «Ukraine and the European
Union», «<NATO and Ukraine», «Ukraine and the United Nations»,
«Ukraine and the Council of Europe», «Ukraine and the CIS»,
«Ukraine and UNESCO». All of them, except the first one, were
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prepared by the employees of the MFA of Ukraine, who at that
time headed the relevant MFA departments. All of them are the
known Ukrainian diplomats who have did and are doing a lot for
establishment of the Ukrainian state in the world. Author of the
first article is a famous scholar from Belgium, Doctor of political
and diplomatic sciences Roman Yakemchuk. Professor Yakemchuk
was among the first diaspora scientists, who came to Ukraine and
help build international relations of the young state. His fundamen-
tal article is a condensed history of relations between Ukraine and
the EU providing analysis of the most important documents and
events of the Ukrainian-European cooperation. Professor Roman
Yakemchuk advocated accession of Ukraine into the European
Community and has done a lot for this. This part of the Directory
was a kind of guide to the foundations of the foreign policy of
Ukraine mid 90’s of the 20t century.

The Directory is completed with Annexes. One of them provides
the list of states that recognized Ukraine as an independent sov-
ereign state and established diplomatic relations with the country.
The list includes the date of recognition and the date of the estab-
lishment of diplomatic relations. Another Annex provides the list of
international intergovernmental organizations and their bodies, of
which Ukraine was a member as of July 7, 1996. There is a brief
description of the nature of membership and the date of Ukraine’s
accession in a particular organization.

Cooperation of the MUE editorial board and the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Ukraine is not limited to publication of this
Directory. It has continued by preparation of a series of articles
for the Encyclopedia by the leading scientists of the Diplomatic
Academy of the MFA, including diplomats that help to properly cov-
er on the MUE pages history and the present of countries they stay.

Back in 2001, the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine
Anatolii Zlenko took part in presentation of the 1t MUE volume
as the project was international. For the first time after a long re-
jection (or even ideological struggle) the scientists of Ukraine and
the diaspora began to work together on a joint project, which be-
came a kind of identity card of the state, its distinguishing feature.
Creating the Modern Ukrainian Encyclopedia has become a prior-
ity for the scientific and cultural elite of Ukraine and the Diaspora.
The idea of Professor Zhukovsky came true.
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
